PLANTING OF THE PEACE TREE

More than thousand people has gathered in a park in front the Zagreb City Hall for the planting of the Peace Tree, that took place during the break of “Sri Swami Madhavananda World Peace Summit and Message of Mahatma Gandhi” which ended today in Zagreb.

“This tree has been planted as a sign of appreciation towards all Croatian fighters for peace and freedom. I wish that the roots of this peace tree will encompass the entire Earth.” – said His Holiness Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda, the initiator of the Peace Summit and its guest of honour. More than thirty summit speakers have gathered around the tree, among whom were the representative of the Zagreb mayor, Mrs. Ljiljana Kuhta Jeličić, the mayors of the city of Varaždin and the county of Međimurje, Mr. Radimir Čačić and Mr. Josip Posavec, the envoys of Croatian President Stjepan Mesić Mr. Hrvoje Cvitanović and Mrs. Štefanija Balog, the Ambassador of Republic of Slovenia in Croatia, the Attaché of the Republic of India in Croatia, as well as the representatives of the Catholic Church and Hindu, Buddhist and Muslim religions.

The afternoon part of the first peace summit in Croatia has ended with signing of the resolution in which, among other things, is written that all undersigned persons therewith confirm their dedication to the realisation of the values and aims of Earth Charter, and Millennium Development Goals of UN – the respect for life in all its diversity, sustainable ecology, social and economical justice, promotion of the culture of the tolerance, non-violence and peace, in accordance with the teachings of Mahatma Gandhi, and to the work on life without narcotics. 

This is the fourth peace conference organized by “Yoga in Daily Life”. After Vienna, Sydney, Brno and Zagreb, “World Peace Summit” will be held next year in Ljubljana, with the topic of ethics in the service of world peace. 
Humanitarian concert was held for the end of the Summit with Goran Karan, Putokazi, “Filip Dević”, KUD “Uljanik”, KUD “Bukovac” and Dunja Knebl, with all the income from this successful concert dedicated to the Union of The Civil Victims of Croatian War of Independence Societies for purchasing the orthopaedic tools for their members.
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
